Students: I hope you are enjoying Biblical Theology. I know I am. We are covering a lot of material, and so I want to give you some guidance as you study for the first exam.
The test will likely be a combination of:

(1) Short Answer (supply a definition, define a term, etc.)

(2) “Short Essay”. By this I mean providing perhaps a paraph on a given topic.

(3) Essay. By this I mean you need to write a longer answer, an actual essay. This means complete sentences. In an essay you essentially need to tell me all you know on the topic. Don’t give an outline, or bullet points, etc. Show me you know the issue.

That being said, here are kinds of topics you should be able to address:

· What is “Biblical Theology”

· The relation between, or differences between “Biblical Theology” and “Systematic Theology”

· The “branches” of theology

· Goldsworthy’s “Christian Approach to the Old Testament”

· Goldsworthy on “God’s Rule” in “God’s Place” over “God’s People”

· Luke 24 and Biblical Theology

· Passages in the Bible where we already see “Biblical Theology”
· The Five Presuppositions of Biblical Theology
· A Biblical Theology of Creation (goodness of creation, creating by Word, etc.)

· Genesis 1:26 and following and the “imago Dei”

· Dominion/Creation/Stewardship Mandate

· Man as male and female

· Work and keep the garden

· Eden as a temple (or proto-temple)

· Man as a “King-Priest”

· Covenant Theology (be able to define, discuss, talk through this system of thought).
